Laki Senanayake (1937-2021) is an iconic Sri Lankan art legend who grew up in the village of Madampe
in the North VWestern Province of Sri Lanka and gained momentum in the local art scene with his projects
with the iconic Geoffrey Bawa and Ulrik Plesner at the firm Edwards Reids and Begg during the 1950s. Laki
studied art under the renowned painter Stanley Abeysinghe and gathered knowledge on technique and style
fo depict the mysticism around him. Apart from his passion project ‘Diyabubula’, Laki is known for his
sculptures: a large brass peacock for Bentota Beach Hotel and several brass palm and plaster reliefs for the
Neptune Hotel in Benfota. Two of his well-known sculptures of owls are at Barefoot Gallery and Cafe in
Colombo, and he is highly acclaimed for his sculptural stair presentation at the Jetwing Lighthouse Hotel in
Galle as well.
